CALL TO ORDER: The chairman called the public session of the May 17
monthly police commission meeting to order at 1:03 PM. (Ouze cassette tape
documenting this meeting is on file for reference).

Action: Commissioner Devine moved the commission adjourn from non-public
session and re-enter public session.

On a Roll Call Vote: The board voted unanimously to move to public session at
1:03 p.m.

Michael Magnant, Deputy Chief Dave Young, Budget Coordinator Karen Senecal,
City Councilor Harold Whitehouse, Foster’s Democrat Reporter Doug Guarino,
Executive Assistant Kathe Hoyt and residents of Feaster Apartments.

Before the meeting commenced, Chairman Kelley asked for a moment of silence to
remember police officers nationwide who have been killed in the line of duty.

The Chairman briefly explained the structure of the commission and the terms
served. He said two of the commission terms are up this year and the seats will be
open for election or re-election. The police commission comprises private citizens
who are residents of Portsmouth, and their focus is public safety. The chairman
then spoke briefly about the Trojanowicz Award received by the Portsmouth Police
Department for our community policing structure and initiatives.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: Deputy Chief Dave Young led the Pledge of
Allegiance.

V. NEW BUSINESS:

A. POLICE COMMISSION:
Commissioner Howe updated the commission on his efforts to secure
insurance for our K-9’s through the New Hampshire Municipal Association
because they are sworn officers. Commissioner Howe initiated the project last
year after K-9 Victor required emergency surgery for a life-threatening condition
which can occur in large working dogs. Commissioner Howe reported that
through his efforts, the NH Municipal Association is now extending coverage to
working K-9’s and horses of mounted patrol units in the state.

B. CHIEF’S REPORT:
1. Letters of Appreciation

Chief Magnant recognized the actions of three officers, Lieutenant Fred
Hoysradt, Officer Eric Bentz, and Officer Scott Study, in a dangerous
pursuit incident that occurred last month. All three officers are currently
assigned to the midnight shift and were unable to attend the commission
meeting. Chief Magnant read Officer Study’s Letter of Appreciation aloud
so that everyone would be aware of the circumstances and the actions of the
officers.

2. Financial Report
Budget Coordinator Karen Senecal reported the department is about 84%
expended through the fiscal year and our actual expenditures are at 79.83%,
so we are in good fiscal condition.
