Rock Street.

e The applicant has had a window expert date and rate the condition of each of the
windows on the structure.

e Thisis a sash replacement project so there will be no reduction in light or the size of the
opening.

Note that no new plans have been submitted aft this fime. Thus, the applicant is seeking to have a discussion
regarding the previous plans and the more recent letter submitted to the Commission outlining the permitting
requirements and the sequencing for both local and state/ federal permits (particularly with respect to any
waterway requirements from the DES or Army Corp. of Engineers).
