Commissioners received confirmation of the passage of the Outdoor Dining Encumbrance
Permit, Sections 6.1701- 6.1707 Chapter 6, LICENSE, Article XVII sections 6.1701- 6.1707.
The City Council also approved the (EDC recommended) design standards and the Fee
Committee’s fee schedule for the current season beginning on May 1 and ending on October
14% 2024,

Vice Chair Lachance requested that a report of participating restaurants and related fees be
provided at the May 3" EDC meeting.

facilitate commercial development.

2. Investigate micro-transit opportunities and/or options that the City of Portsmouth may
consider. This includes researching similarly situated municipalities while
considering the ever-evolving needs of our citizens, businesses and visitors.

Assistant Mayor Kelley provided brief updates on the Outdoor Dining Encumbrance Permit
ordinance and the creation of the Mayor’s Blue-Ribbon Committee on Housin%/(Sherbume
School property), City of Portsmouth Recognitions, Amended the Elderly and Veteran tax
credits gncreased).

Public Comment: David Choate provided additional comments on housing and affordable
housing efforts at the state and regional level.
