Sealed bid proposals, plainly marked, Marcy Street Area Roadway and Sidewalk Construction, Bid Proposal
#05-13 on the outside of the mailing envelope as well as the sealed bid envelope, addressed to the
Finance/Purchasing Department, City Hall, 1 Junkins Avenue, Portsmouth, New Hampshire, 03801, will be
accepted until August 27, 2012 at 2:00 pm; at which time al bids will be publicly opened and read aloud. There will
be a mandatory pre-bid meeting held at the Portsmouth DPW Building at 680 Peverly Hill Road at 10:00 AM on
August 10, 2012.

This project consists of the rehabilitation of brick sidewalks and the installation/resetting of granite curb in the
Marcy Street area of Portsmouth. The road surfaces will also be reclaimed, paved, and striped as a part of this
project.

Work may begin at any time on or after September 4, 2012. The following streets will be base paved by November
15, 2012: Marcy, Mechanic, South Mill, and Pickering Streets. Manning and Meeting House Hill be reclaimed and
paved in the spring of 2013. All sections of the work shall be completed by June 14, 2012. Liquidated damages shall
be assessed at $100.00 per day.

A major portion of this project passes through Prescott Park and Strawbery Banke. The Contractor will be required
to keep roadways and sidewal ks passable for the public to the maximum degree possible. The Contractor will also
be responsible for ensuring that the public will be able to access the different businesses, parks, and residences at al
times.

The General Contractor for this project must be Pre-qualified with NHDOT for Road Construction work.

Bidders must determine the quantities of work required and the conditions under which the work will be performed.

The City reserves the right, after bid opening and prior to award of the contract, to modify the amount of the work in
the event that bids exceed budgeted amounts. The City of Portsmouth further reserves the right to reject any or al
bids, to waive technical or legal deficiencies, to re-bid, and to accept any bid that it may deem to be in the best
interest of the City.

1. Specia Notice to Bidders

Appended to these instructionsis a complete set of bidding and general contract forms. These forms may be
detached and executed for the submittal of bids. The plans, specifications, and other documents designated in the
proposal form will be considered as part of the proposal, whether attached or not.

The bidders must submit a statement of bidder’s qualifications.

Addendato thisbid document, if any, including written answersto questions, will be posted on the City of
Portsmouth website at http://www.cityofportsmouth.com/finance/pur chasing.htm under the project heading.
Addenda and updateswill NOT be sent directly to firms. Contractors submitting a bid should check the web
site daily for addenda and updates after therelease date. Firms should print out, sign and return addenda
with the proposal. Failureto do so may result in disqualification.

2. Interpretation of Quantitiesin Bid Schedules

The quantities appearing in the bid schedule are approximate only and are prepared for the comparison of bids.
Payment to the contractor will be made only for actual work performed and accepted in accordance with the
contract. Any scheduled item of work to be done and materials to be furnished may be increased, decreased or
omitted as hereinafter provided, and no claim for loss, anticipated profits or costsincurred in anticipation of work
not ultimately performed will be allowed due to such increase or decrease.

3. Examination of Plans, Specifications and Site Work

The bidder is expected to examine carefully the site of the proposed work, the plans, standard specifications,
supplemental specifications, special provisions and contract forms before submitting a proposal. The submission of
abid shall be considered conclusive evidence that the bidder has made such examination and is satisfied as to the
conditions to be encountered in performing the work and as to the requirements of the contract. It will be conclusive
evidence that the bidder has also investigated and is satisfied with the sources of supply for all materials.

Plans, surveys, measurements, dimensions, calculations, estimates and statements as to the condition under which
the work is to be performed are believed to be correct, but the contractors must examine for themselves, as no
allowance will be made for any errors or inaccuracies that maybe found therein.

4, Familiarity with Laws

The bidder is assumed to have made himself or herself familiar with all federal and state laws and al local by-laws,
ordinances and regulations which in any manner affect those engaged or employed on the work or affect the
materials or equipment used in the work or affect the conduct of the work, and the bidder, if awarded the contract,
shall be obligated to perform the work in conformity with said laws, by-laws, ordinances and regulations
notwithstanding itsignorance thereof. If the bidder shall discover any provision in the plans or specifications which
isin conflict with any such law, by-law, ordinance or regulation the bidder shall forthwith report it to the engineer in
writing.

5. Preparation of Proposal

a) The bidder shall submit its proposal upon the forms furnished by the Owner. The bidder shall specify alump
sum pricein figures, for each pay item for which a quantity is given and shall also show the products of the
respective prices and quantities written in figures in the column provided for that purpose and the total amount of the
proposal obtained by adding the amount of the several items. All words and figures shall bein ink or typed.

If aunit price or alump sum bid already entered by the bidder on the proposal form isto be altered it should be
crossed out with ink, the new unit price or lump sum bid entered above or below it and initialed by the bidder, also
withink.

b) The bidder's proposal must be signed with ink by the individual, by one or more general partners of a
partnership, by one or more members or officers of each firm representing ajoint venture; by one or more officers of
a corporation, by one or more members (if member-managed) or managers (if manager-managed) of alimited
liability company, or by an agent of the contractor legally qualified and acceptable to the owner. If the proposal is
made by an individual, his or her name and post office address must be shown, by a partnership the name and post
office address of each general and limited partner must be shown; as ajoint venture, the name and post office
address of each venturer must be shown; by a corporation, the name of the corporation and its business address must
be shown, together with the name of the state in which it isincorporated, and the names, titles and business
addresses of the president, secretary and treasurer.

6. Nonconforming Proposals

Proposals will be considered nonconforming and may be rejected in the Owner's sole discretion for any of the
following reasons:

e If the proposal ison aform other than that furnished by the Owner, or if the formis atered or any
portion thereof is detached,;

e |f there are unauthorized additions, conditional or altered bids, or irregularities of any kind which may
tend to make the proposal or any portion thereof incomplete, indefinite or ambiguous as to its meaning;

o |f the bidder adds any provisions reserving the right to accept or reject an award, or to enter into a
contract pursuant to an award; or

o |f the proposal does not contain a unit price for each pay item listed except in the case of authorized alter
pay items.

7. Proposal Guaranty

No proposal will be considered unless accompanied by abid bond, surety, or similar guaranty of the typesand in an
amount not less than the amount indicated in the Invitation to Bid. All sureties shall be made payable to the " City of
Portsmouth”. If abid bond is used by the bidder it shall be:

In aform satisfactory to the Owner;
With a surety company licensed, authorized to do businessin, and subject to the jurisdiction of the courts
of the State of New Hampshire; and

e Conditioned upon the faithful performance by the principal of the agreements contained in the sub-bid or
the general bid.

In the event any irregularities are contained in the proposal guaranty, the bidder will have four business days (not
counting the day of opening) to correct any irregularities. The corrected guaranty must be received by 4:00 p.m. If
irregularities are not corrected to the satisfaction of the Owner, the Owner, in its sole discretion, may rejected the
bid.
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8. Delivery of Proposals

When sent by mail, the sealed proposal shall be addressed to the Owner at the address and in the care of the official
in whose office the bids are to be received. All proposals shall be filed prior to the time and at the place specified in
the invitation for bids. Proposals received after the time for opening of the bids will be returned to the bidder,
unopened.

9. Withdrawal of Proposals

A bidder will be permitted to withdraw his or her proposal unopened after it has been submitted if the Owner
receives a request for withdrawal in writing prior to the time specified for opening the proposals.

10.  Public Opening of Proposals

Proposals will be opened and read publicly at the time and place indicated in the invitation for bids. Bidders, their
authorized agents, and other interested parties are invited to be present.

11.  Disgualification of Bidders

Any or all of the following reasons may be deemed by Owner in its sole discretion as being sufficient for the
disqualification of abidder and the rejection of his proposal:

e More than one proposal for the same work from an individual, firm, or corporation under the same or
different name;

e Evidence of collusion among bidders;

e Failureto submit al required information requested in the bid specifications;

e |f the Contractor is not listed with the New Hampshire Department of Transportation as a pre-qualified
contractor under the classifications of either Road Construction or Site Construction;

e Lack of competency or of adequate machinery, plant or other equipment, as revealed by the statement of
bidders qualification or otherwise;

e Uncompleted work which, in the judgment of the owner, might hinder or prevent the prompt completion
of additional work if awarded;

e Failureto pay, or satisfactorily settle, all bills due for labor and materials on former contracts;
Default or unsatisfactory performance on previous contracts; or
Such disqualification would be in the best interests of the Owner.

12. Material Guaranty and Samples

Before any contract is awarded, the bidder may be required to furnish a complete statement of the origin,
composition and manufacture of any or all materials to be used in the construction of the work, and the Owner may,
inits sole discretion, reject the bid based on the contents of the statement or as a result of the failure of the bidder to
submit the statement.
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AWARD AND EXECUTION OF CONTRACT

1. Consideration of Proposals

After the proposals are opened and read, they will be compared on the basis of the total price for all sections of work
and any such additional considerations as may be identified in the bid documents. The results of such comparisons
will beimmediately available to the public. In case of adiscrepancy between the prices written in words and those
written figures, the prices written in words shall govern. In case of a discrepancy between the total shown in the
proposal and that obtained by adding the products of the quantities of items and unit bid prices, the latter shall
govern.

2. Award of Contract

Within 30 calendar days after the opening of proposals, if a contract isto be awarded, the award will be made to the
lowest responsible and qualified bidder whose proposal complies with al the requirements prescribed. The
successful bidder will be notified, in writing, mailed to the address on his or her proposal, that his or her bid has
been accepted and that the bidder has been awarded the contract.

3. Reservation of Rights

The Owner reserves the right to reject any or all proposals, to waive technicalities or to advertise for new proposals,
if, in the sole discretion of the Owner, the best interest of the City of Portsmouth will be promoted thereby. The
Owner further reserves the right to modify the scope of work in the event that bids exceed budgeted amounts.

The Owner reserves the right to cancel the award of any contract at any time before the execution of such contract
by al parties without any liability of the Owner.

The City reservestheright after bid opening and prior to award of the contact, to modify the amount of work
in the event that bids exceed budgeted amount.

4, Return of Proposal Guaranty

All proposal guaranties, except those of the three lowest bidders, will be returned upon request following the
opening and checking of the proposals. The proposal guaranties of the three lowest bidders will be returned within
ten days following the award of the contract if requested.

5. Contract Bonds
At the time of the execution of the contract, the successful bidder shall furnish:

o A performance bond in the amount of 100 percent of the contract amount.
e Labor and materials payment bond in the sum equal to 100 percent of the contract amount.

At the time of project completion, the Owner may, in its sole discretion, permit the Contractor to substitute a
mai ntenance bond in lieu of holding retainage for the entire guaranty period. 1f abond isfurnished it shall meet the
following criteria:

e Thebond shall be in an amount equal to 20 percent of the contract amount. Such bond shall guarantee
the repair of all damage due to faulty materials or workmanship provided or done by the contractor. The
guarantee shall remain in effect for a period of one year after the date of final acceptance of the job by
the Owner.
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Each bond shall be: (1) in aform satisfactory to the Owner; (2) with a surety company licensed and authorized to do
business and with aresident agent designated for services of processin the State of New Hampshire; and (3)
conditioned upon the faithful performance by the principal of the agreements contained in the original bid. All
premiums for the contract bonds are to be paid by the contractor.

6. Execution and Approval of Contract

The successful bidder isrequired to present all contract bonds, to provide proof of insurance, and to execute the
contract within 10 days following receipt of the City’s notification of acceptance of the bid. No contract shall be
considered as in effect until it has been fully executed by all parties.

7. Failure to Execute Contract

Failure to execute the contract and file acceptable bonds within 10 days after notification of acceptance of bid shall
be just cause for the cancellation of the award and the forfeiture of the proposal guarantee which shall become the
property of the Owner, not as a penalty, but in liquidation of damages sustained. Award may then be made to the
next lowest responsible bidder, or the City may exerciseits reserved rights including the rejection of al bidsor re-
advertisement.

MARCY STREET AREA ROADWAY AND SIDEWALK CONSTRUCTION

THIS AGREEMENT made as of the XXh day of XXXXXXX in the year 2012, by and between
the City of Portsmouth, New Hampshire (hereinafter call the Owner) and
XXXXXXXKXXX XXX XXX XXXXXXXXXX (hereinafter called the Contractor),

WITNESSETH; that the Owner and Contractor, in consideration of the mutual covenants
hereinafter set forth, agree as follows:

ARTICLE I- Work - The Contractor shall perform all work as specified or indicated in the
Contract Documents for the completion of the Project. The Contractor shall provide, at his
expense, al labor, materials, equipment and incidentals as may be necessary for the expeditious
and proper execution of the Project.

ARTICLE Il - ENGINEER - The Engineer as used in this Contract shall refer to the Director of
Public Works, or his authorized representative will act as engineer in connection with completion
of the Project in accordance with the Contract Documents.

ARTICLE Il - CONTRACT TIME - The work will commence in accordance with the Notice
to Proceed. All work shall be completed no later than June 14, 2013.

ARTICLE IV - CONTRACT PRICE - Owner shall pay Contractor for performance of the work
in accordance with the Contract Documents as shown under item prices in the Bid Proposal.

ARTICLE V - PAYMENT - Partia payments will be made in accordance with the Contract

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GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

SCOPE OF WORK

1. INTENT OF CONTRACT

Theintent of the Contract isto provide for the construction and completion in every detail of the work described.
The Contractor shall furnish all labor, materials, equipment, tools, transportation and supplies required to complete
the work in accordance with the terms of the Contract. The Contractor shall be required to conform to the intent of
the plans and specifications. No extra claims shall be allowed for portions of the work not specifically addressed in
the plans and specifications but required to produce a whole and complete project, such work will be considered
subsidiary to the bid items.

2. INCIDENTAL WORK

Incidental work items for which separate payment is not measured includes, but is not limited to,
the following items:

a. Clearing, grubbing and stripping (unless otherwise paid for)

b. Clean up

¢. Plugging existing sewers and manholes

d. Signs

e. Mobilization/Demobilization (unless otherwise paid for)

f. Restoration of property

g. Cooperation with other contractors, abutters and utilities.

h. Utility crossings, (unless otherwise paid for)

i. Minor items - such as replacement of fences, guardrails, rock wall, etc.
j. Steel and/or wood shesting as required.

k. Accessories and fasteners or components required to make items paid for under unit prices or lump sum items
complete and functional .

3. ALTERATION OF PLANS OR OF CHARACTER OF WORK

The Owner reserves the right, without notice to Surety, to make such alterations of the plans or of the character of
the work as may be necessary or desirable to complete fully and acceptably the proposed construction; provided that
such alterations do not increase or decrease the contract cost. Within these cost limits, the alterations authorized in
writing by the Owner shall not impair or affect any provisions of the Contract or bond and such increases or
decreases of the quantities as aresult from these alterations or deletions of certain items, shall not be the basis of
claim for loss or for anticipated profits by the contractor. The contractor shall perform the work as altered at the
contract unit price or prices.

4. EXTRA WORK ITEMS

Extrawork shall be performed by the Contractor in accordance with the specifications and as directed, and will be
paid for at a price as provided in the Contract documents or if such pay items are not applicable than at a price
negotiated between the contractor and the Owner or at the unit bid price. If the Owner determines that extrawork is
to be performed, a change order will be issued.
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5. CHANGE ORDERS

The Owner reserves the right to issue aformal change order for any increase, decrease, deletion, or addition of work
or any increase in contract time or price.

6. FINAL CLEANING UP

Before acceptance of the work, the contractor shall remove from the site all machinery, equipment, surplus
materials, rubbish, temporary buildings, barricades and signs. All parts of the work shall be left in a neat and
presentable condition. On all areas used or occupied by the contractor, regardless of the contract limits, the bidder
shall clean-up al sites and storage grounds.

7. ERRORS AND INCONSISTENCY IN CONTRACT DOCUMENTS

Any provisionsin any of the Contract Documents that may be in conflict with the paragraphs in these General
Requirements shall be subject to the following order of precedence for interpretation.

1. Standard Specifications for Road & Bridge Construction will govern General Requirements.

2. Technical Specifications will govern Standard Specifications.

3. Planswill govern Technical Specifications, and General Requirements.

8. QUALITY ASSURANCE

The Contractor shall be responsible at all times for maintaining quality assurance during
performance of his work. Particular attention to compaction shall be paid during backfilling operation.

In-place density tests of the backfill material will be conducted by an independent testing laboratory.
The amount and frequency of testing will be determined at the time of construction, by the engineer.

A minimum of one density test per 50 feet of road may be required.

Satisfactory compaction shall be a minimum of 95% of the maximum density for the
embankment and a minimum of 95% of the maximum density for gravel base course
and subbase gravel course.

The Contractor shall be responsible for procuring and paying for the testing services

9. DUST CONTROL FOR STREET

Calcium chloride shall be spread only on disturbed unpaved areas. Calcium chloride shall not be spread on paved
areas that are covered by granular material. These areas shall be swept clean of all granular material.

Dust on paved areas shall be controlled with water before sweeping.

Thiswork and materials shall be considered as subsidiary obligation of the contract for
which no specific payment will be made
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CONTROL OF WORK

1. AUTHORITY OF ENGINEER

(a) All work shall be done under supervision of the City Engineer and to his satisfaction. The City Engineer
will decide all questions which may arise as to the quality and acceptability of materials furnished and work
performed and as to the rate of progress of the work; all questions that may arise as to the interpretation of the plans
and specifications; and all questions as to the acceptable fulfillment of the Contract by the Contractor.

(b) The City Engineer will have the authority to suspend the work wholly or in part for such periods as he
may deem necessary due to the failure of the Contractor to correct conditions unsafe for workers or the general
public; for failure to carry out provisions of the Contract; for failure to carry out orders; for conditions considered
unsuitable for the prosecution of the work, including unfit weather; or for any other condition or reason deemed to
be in the public interest. The Contractor shall not be entitled any additional payments arising out of any such
suspensions.

(c) The Owner reserves the right to demand a certificate of compliance for amaterial or product used on the
project. When the certificate of compliance is determined to be unacceptable to the City Engineer the Contractor
may be required to provide engineering and testing services to guarantee that the material or product is suitable for
useinthe project, at its expense (see Sample of Certificate of Compliance).

2. PROTECTION AND RESTORATION OF PROPERTY AND LANDSCAPES

(a) The Contractor shall use every precaution to prevent injury or damage to wires, poles, or other property of
public utilities; trees, shrubbery, crops, and fences along and adjacent to the right-of-way, all underground structures
such as pipes and conduits, within or outside of the right-of-way; and the Contractor shall protect and carefully
preserve all property marks until an authorized agent has witnessed or otherwise referenced their location.

(b) The Contractor shall be responsible for all damage or injury to property of any character, during the
prosecution of the work, resulting from any act, omission, neglect, or misconduct in his manner or method of
executing the work, or at any time due to defective work or materials, and said responsibility will not be released
until the project shall have been completed and accepted.

(c) When or where any direct or indirect damage or injury is done to public or private property by or on
account of any act, omission, neglect, or misconduct in the execution of the work, or as aresult of the failure to
perform work by the Contractor, the Contractor shall restore, at its own expense, such property to a condition similar
or equal to that existing before such damage or injury was done, by repairing rebuilding, or otherwise restoring as
may be directed, or the Contractor shall make good such damage or injury in an acceptable manner.

3. MAINTENANCE DURING CONSTRUCTION

The Contractor shall maintain the work during construction and until the project is accepted. This maintenance shall
constitute continuous and effective work prosecuted day by day, with adequate equipment and workers to ensure
that the structure is kept in satisfactory conditions at all times.

4. SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Upon commencement of work, the Contractor shall be responsible for initiating, maintaining and supervising al
safety precautions necessary to ensure the safety of employees on the site, other persons who may be affected
thereby, including the public, and other property at the site or adjacent thereto.

5. PERMITS

It will be the responsibility of the Contractor to obtain all permits required for the operation of equipment in, or on,
all city streets and public ways.

6. BARRICADES, WARNING SIGNS AND TRAFFIC OFFICERS

(a) The Contractor shall provide, erect and maintain all hecessary barricades, suitable and sufficient lights,
danger signals, signs and other traffic control devices, and shall take all necessary precautions for the protection of
the work and safety of the public. Roadway closed to traffic shall be protected by effective barricades. Obstructions
shall be illuminated during hours of darkness. Suitable warning signs shall be provided to control and direct traffic
in a proper manner, as approved by the engineer.

(b) The Contractor will be held responsible for all damage to the work from traffic, pedestrians, animals or
any other cause due to lack of adequate controlling devices.

(c) The Contractor shall provide such police officers as the City Engineer deems necessary for the direction
and control of traffic within the site of project.

(a) The Contractor shall not store materials or equipment in a public right-of-way beyond the needs of one
working day. Equipment and materials shall be stored in an approved location.

(b) The Contractor shall protect all stored materials from damage by weather or accident and shall insure
adequate drainage at and about the storage location.

(c) Prior to final acceptance of the work all temporary storage facilities and surplus stored materials shall be
removed from the site.

2. SANITARY FACILITIES

(a) The Contractor shall provide for toilet facilities for the use of the workers employed on the work.

(b) Temporary toilet facilities may be installed provided that the installation and maintenance conform with
all State and local laws, codes, regulations and ordinances governing such work. They shall be properly lit and
ventilated, and shall be kept clean at al times.

(c) Prior to final acceptance of the work all temporary toilet facilities shall be removed from the site.

3. TEMPORARY WATER

The Contractor shall make all arrangements with the local water department for obtaining water connections to
provide the water necessary for construction operations and shall pay all costs.

4. TEMPORARY ELECTRICITY

The Contractor shall make all arrangements with the Public Service Company for obtaining electrical connectionsto
provide the electrical power necessary for construction operations and security lighting and shall pay al electrical
connection and power costs.

The Contractor shall be responsible with obtaining an electrical permit from the City Electrical Inspector.
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INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

Insurance shall be in such form as will protect the Contractor from al claims and liabilities for damages for bodily
injury, including accidental death, and for property damage, which may arise from operations under this contract
whether such operation by himself or by anyone directly or indirectly employed by him.

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MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT

1. MEASUREMENT OF QUANTITIES

(a) All work completed under the contract will be measured according to the United States standard measure.

(b) The method of measurement and computations to be used in determination of quantities of material
furnished and of work performed under the contract will be those methods generally recognized as conforming to
good engineering practice. Unless otherwise stated all quantities measured for payment shall be computed or
adjusted for "in place" conditions.

(c) Unless otherwise specified, longitudinal measurements for area computations will be made horizontally,
and no deductions will be made for individual fixtures having an area of 9 square feet or less. Unless otherwise
specified, transverse measurements for area computations will be the dimensions shown on the plans or ordered in
writing.

(d) Structures will be measured according to lines shown on the plans or as ordered unless otherwise
provided for elsewhere in the specifications.

(e) In computing volumes of excavation, embankment, and borrow, the average end area method will be
used. Where it isimpracticable to measure by the cross-section method, acceptable methods involving three-
dimensional measurement may be used. When measurement of borrow in vehiclesis permitted, the quantity will be
determined as 80 percent of the loose volume.

(f) In computing volumes of concrete, stone and masonry, the prismoidal method will be used. The term
"ton" will mean the short ton consisting of 2,000 pounds avoirdupois.

(9) Except as specified below, all materials that are measured or proportioned by weight shall be weighed on
scales which the Contractor has had sealed by the State or by a repairman registered by the Commissioner of
Agriculture. All weighing shall be performed in a manner prescribed under the Rules and Regulations of the Bureau
of Weights and Measures of the New Hampshire Department of Agriculture.

(K) Theright isreserved to weight any truck, trailer, or distributor, at locations designated, before and after
making deliveries to the project.

(1) Bituminous materials will be measured by the gallon or ton.
(m) When material is specified to be measured by the cubic yard but measurement by weight is approved,
such material may be weighed and the weight converted to cubic yards for payment purposes. Necessary conversion

factors will be determined by the Owner.

(n) The term "lump sum™ when used as an item of payment will mean complete payment for the work
described in the item.

(0) When a complete structure or structural unit (in effect, "lump sum" work) is specified as the unit of
measurement, the unit will be construed to include all necessary fittings and accessories, so asto provide the item
complete and functional. Except as may be otherwise provided, partial payments for lump sum items will be made
approximately in proportion to the amount of the work completed on those items.

(p) Material wasted without authority will not be included in the final estimate.

2. SCOPE OF PAYMENT

(a) The Contractor shall receive and accept compensation provided for in the contract as full payment for
furnishing all materials and for performing all work under the contract in a complete and acceptable manner and for
al risk, loss, damage or expense of whatever character arising out of the nature of the work or the prosecution
thereof.

(b) The Contractor shall be liable to the Owner for failure to repair, correct, renew or replace, at his own
expense, al damage due or attributable to defects or imperfectionsin the construction which defects or
imperfections may be discovered before or at the time of the final inspection and acceptance of the work.

(c) No monies, payable under the contract or any part thereof, except the first estimate, shall become due or

[ubricants, power tools, hardware and supplies purchased by the Contractor and used in carrying out said contract
and for labor and parts furnished upon the order of said Contractor for the repair of equipment used in carrying out
said contract; and the Owner, if he so elects, may pay any and all such bills, in whole or in part, and deduct the
amount of amounts so paid from any partial or final estimate, excepting the first estimate.

3. COMPENSATION FOR ALTERED QUANTITIES

(a) Except as provided for under the particular contract item, when the accepted quantities of work vary from
the quantities in the bid schedule the Contractor shall accept as payment in full, so far as contract items are
concerned, at the original contract unit prices for the accepted quantities of work done. No allowance will be made
for any increased expense, loss of expected reimbursement, or loss of anticipated profits suffered or claimed by the
Contractor resulting either directly from such alterations or indirectly from unbalanced allocation among the
contract items of overhead expense on the part of the Bidder and subsequent loss of expected reimbursements
therefore or from any other cause.

Costs shall be substantiated by invoices and
certified payroll.

4. PARTIAL PAYMENTS

Partial payments will be made on a monthly basis during the contract period. From the total amount ascertained as
payable, an amount equivalent to ten percent (10%) of the whole will be deducted and retained by the Owner until
such time as the work receives final acceptance.

5. FINAL ACCEPTANCE

Upon due notice from the Contractor of presumptive completion of the entire project, the City Engineer will make
an inspection. If al construction provided for and contemplated by the contract is found complete to his satisfaction,
thisinspection shall constitute the final inspection and the City Engineer will make the final acceptance and notify
the Contractor in writing of this acceptance as of the date of the final inspection.

If, however, the inspection discloses any work in whole or in part, as being unsatisfactory, the City Engineer will
give the Contractor the necessary instructions for correction of such work, and the Contractor shall immediately
comply with and execute such instructions. Upon correction of the work, another inspection will be made which
shall congtitute the final inspection provided the work has been satisfactorily completed. In such event, the City
Engineer will make the final acceptance and notify the Contractor in writing of this acceptance as of the date of final
inspection.

6. ACCEPTANCE AND FINAL PAYMENT

() When the project has been accepted and upon submission by the Contractor of all required reports,
completed forms and certifications, the Owner will review the final estimate of the quantities of the various classes
of work performed. The Contractor may be required to certify that all bills for labor and material used under this
contract have been paid.

(b) The Contractor shall file with the Owner any claim that the Contractor may have regarding the final
estimate at the same time the Contractor submits the final estimate. Failure to do so shall be awaiver of al such
claims and shall be considered as acceptance of the final estimate. From the total amount ascertained as payable, an
amount equal to ten percent (10%) of the whole will be deducted and retained by the Owner for the guaranty period.
This retainage may be waived, at the discretion of the City, provided the required Maintenance Bond has been
posted. After approval of the final estimate by the Owner, the Contractor will be paid the entire sum found to be due
after deducting all previous payments and all amounts to be retained or deducted under the provisions of the
contract.

(c) All prior partial estimates and payments shall be subject to correction in the final estimate and payment.

7. GENERAL GUARANTY AND WARRANTY OFTITLE

(a) Neither the final certification of payment nor any provision in the contract nor partial or entire use of the
improvements embraced in this Contract by the Owner or the public shall constitute an acceptance of work not done
in accordance with the Contract or relieve the Contractor of liability in respect to any express or implied warranties
or responsibility for faulty materials or workmanship. The Contractor shall promptly remedy any defects in the work
and pay for any damage to other work resulting therefrom which shall appear within a period of twelve (12) months
from the date of final acceptance of the work. The Owner will give notice of defective materials and work with
reasonable promptness.

(b) No material, supplies or equipment to be installed or furnished under this Contract shall be purchased
subject to any chattel mortgage or under a conditional sale, |ease purchase or other agreement by which an interest
therein or in any part thereof isretained by the Seller or supplier. The Contractor shall warrant good title to all
materials, supplies and equipment installed or incorporated in the work and upon completion of all work, shall
deliver the same together with all improvements and appurtenances constructed or placed thereon by him to the
Owner free from any claims, liens or charges. Neither the Contractor nor any person, firm or corporation furnishing
any material or labor for any work covered by this Contract shall have the right to alien upon any improvements or
appurtenances thereon.

Nothing contained in this paragraph, however, shall defeat or impair the right of persons furnishing materials or
labor to recover under any bond given by the Contractor for their protection or any rights under any law permitting
such persons to look to funds due the Contractor in the hands of the Owner. The provisions of this paragraph shall
be inserted in all subcontractors and material contracts and notice of its provisions shall be given to all persons
furnishing materials for the work when no formal contract is entered into for such materials.

8. NO WAIVER OF LEGAL RIGHTS

(a) Upon completion of the work, the Owner will expeditiously make final inspection and notify the
Contractor of acceptance. Such final acceptance, however, shall not preclude or stop the Owner from correcting any
measurement, estimate, or certificate made before or after completion of the work, nor shall the Owner be precluded
or be stopped from recovering from the Contractor or his Surety, or both, such overpayment as it may sustain by
failure on the part of the Contractor to fulfill his obligations under the contract. A waiver on the part of the Owner of
any breach of any part of the contract shall not be held to be a waiver of any other or subsequent breach.

(b) The Contractor, without prejudice to the Contract shall be liable to the terms of the Contract, shall be
liable to the Owner for latent defects, fraud or such gross mistakes as may amount to fraud, and as regards the
Owner'sright under any warranty or guaranty.

9. TERMINATION OF CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY

Whenever the improvement provided for by the Contract shall have been completely performed on the part of the
Contractor and all parts of the work have been released from further obligations except as set forth in his bond and
as provided in Section 8 above.

REQUIRED DEADLINES

The City has made certain representations to the residents, business owners and stakeholders of
this project. A very important part of this project will be meeting certain goals by certain dates.
The following criteria and dates are crucial to the success of this project.

It is anticipated that the following streets will be graded and base paved in the fall of 2012: Marcy,
Mechanic, South Mill, Pickering Ave., and Walton Alley. Base paving for this portion of the project
must occur by November 15, 2012. All steel structures will be set to base pavement grades and
raised again the following spring. Gardner, Hunking, and Pickering Streets will already have been
base paved by others.

Meeting House Hill and Manning Street will be reconstructed in the spring of 2013. All final paving
for all streets within the contract area will occur in the spring of 2013.

In addition, work will not be allowed on November 22, 2012 (Thanksgiving) and November 23, 2012
(day after Thanksgiving.)

Failure to complete by any of the dates mentioned here will result in liquidated damages of
$100.00 per day.

Access must be available at all times to Prescott Park and Strawbery Banke Museum and all
cooperation given to customers, tourists, and residents alike. Ramps across sidewalks may be
ordered by the Engineer. This work shall be considered subsidiary to the Contract.

Accommodations must be made for delivery trucks for Peirce Island and the businesses on
Mechanic Street.

Dust and mud must be controlled at all times to protect the residents, businesses, and traveling
public.

The project site must be kept clean and passable on nights and weekends with trenches and
gravel/reclaim areas watered and kept dust free with calcium chloride. Pavements shall be swept
clean each night, especially on Fridays and before holidays.

It is the city’s intent to grade the streets in relation to existing conditions. The contractor shall

leave driveways and old curbs in place during reclaim/grading operations. When the streets have
been base paved then the sidewalks and drives may be excavated.

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H. In areas with a closed drainage system, the contractor shall provide “silt sacks” to prevent
brick dust from entering the collection system. Also, the area will be swept daily to keep
dust levels aslow as possible.

J. All half bricks will be snapped if possible and all efforts will be made to keep brick dust to
aminimum. All cuts not made by snapping will be wet cut.

Prior to placing the brick, the sidewaks will be paved parallel to grade with 3/8” bituminous
asphalt type F hot mix paving 1 1/2” compacted thickness. Paving will be paid for under item
403.12. 1” of 1.3 portland cement / course sand mix will then be placed on the asphalt base and
the pavers will be dry laid on the mixture.

6.03 Method of Measurement

Bricks sidewalks shall be measured complete by the square foot including bricks, portland
cement / course sand mix, edging, compaction and al labor and materials needed to compl ete the
work

6.04 Basis of Payment

Item will be paid under 608.3 Brick Sidewalks at the Contract Unit Price.

AMENDMENT TO SECTION 618.6 — Flaggers
AMENDMENT TO SECTION 619.1 — Maintenance of Traffic

The construction work zone(s) designated for this contract shall extend approximately
100 feet, beyond the work limits as described below and/or shown on the project layout map

619.1 MAINTENANCE OF TRAFFIC

All work shall be prosecuted so pedestrian and traffic flow can be maintained whenever possible.
No travel lane or sidewalk closures will be allowed without prior approval from the Engineer.

The Contractor will develop a construction staging plan for this project. The plan shall be
submitted to be approved by the Engineer.

Access shall be maintained to the abutting driveways and store entrances at all times during
construction.

Pedestrian ramps, walkways, railings etc may be ordered by the Engineer if the need arises.

Dust and traffic control will be ordered by the Engineer. Calcium chloride will be used on all
gravel/reclaim areas at the end of each work day. Water shall be used periodically throughout the
day to keep gravel/reclam areas dust free for the residents. Calcium must be applied enough to
prevent dust nuisance but not in excess to create problems related to tracking. Calcium shall not
be applied to paved surfaces. These surfaces must be swept at the end of the work day.

Sidewalk areas, unless directed otherwise by the Engineer, will be reconstructed within 3 weeks
of disturbance. Sidewak disruptions longer than 1 day may require ramps, gravel ramps,
railings etc as ordered by the Engineer.

All costs associated with the application of these measures or other measures directed by the
Engineer shall be paid for under thisitem and will not be further chargeable to the project, except
as stipulated and specified under Contract Items.

Method of Measurement:

The traffic flagger work shall be measured by the exact cost billed to the contractor based on the
man-hours worked.

The traffic control items shall be measured on a unit basis under Maintenance of Traffic.
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Basis of Payment:

Thiswork shall be paid for from the Contract Price Allowance as listed under Items 618.6 in the
Bid Proposal Form using the actual man-hours worked in the field on the project.

Thiswork shall be paid for from the Contract Unit Price as listed under Item 619.1 (Maintenance
of Traffic).

ALL MANHOLES AND GRATES SHALL BE SUPPLIED IN ACCORDANCE WITH:
BUY AMERICA REQUIREMENTS

In accordance with the BUY AMERICA requirements of the Federal regulations, all
manufacturing processes for steel and iron materialsfurnished for per manent

incor poration into thework on this project shall occur in the United States. The only
exception to thisrequirement isthe production of pigiron and the processing, pelletizing
and reduction of iron orewhich may occur in another country. Other than these
exceptions, all melting, rolling, extruding, machining, bending, grinding, drilling, coating,
etc. must occur in the United States.

Products of steel include, but are not limited to, such products as structural steel, piles,
reinforcing steel, structural plate, steel culverts, guardrail and steel supportsfor signs,
signalsand luminaires. Productsof iron include, but are not limited to, such products as
cast iron grates. Coatingsinclude, but are not limited to, the applications of epoxy,
galvanizing and paint. The coating material isnot subject to this clause, only the
application process.

A Certificate of Compliance, conforming to the requirements of Section 106.04, may be
requested for steel and iron materials. The certificates, in addition to certifying that the
materials comply with the specifications, shall also specifically certify that all
manufacturing process of the materials, except as allowed by this Special Attention,
occurred in the United States.

Therequirements of said law and regulations do not prevent a minimal use of foreign steel
and iron materialsif the cost of such materials used does not exceed one-tenth of one
percent (0.1%) of thetotal contract price or $2,500.00, whichever isgreater. The
Contractor shall furnish the Engineer acceptable documentation of the quantity and value
of any foreign steel and iron prior to incor porating such materialsinto the work.

AMENDMENT TO SECTION 203.1 - Common Excavation
AMENDMENT TO SECTION 203.2 — Remove Existing SW and Pavement

203.1 Common Excavation

It is the design intent of this project to lower the grade of the streets by approximately 2”
depending on whether it is warranted by existing conditions such as back of sidewalk grades,
steps, curb reveal, or driveway grades.

The quantities herein described account for the common excavation required under 306.21
Reclaimed Stabilized Base 8” Remove and Re-handle where the reclaim material will be picked
up and the unsuitable material underneath shall be excavated.

203.3 Method of M easurement:

The excavation work shall be measured by the cubic yard of unsuitable material removed safely
from the job site and legally disposed of off-site.

203.4 Basis of Payment:

Thiswork shall be paid for from the Contract Unit Price as listed under Item 203.1 Common
Excavation. Thisunit price shall include al equipment, materials and labor thereto.

203.2 Remove Existing SW and Pavement

This item is meant for the removal of driveway aprons in the sidewalk path and the sidewalk
surfaces whether concrete, asphalt, or brick. Old water struck bricks that are not broken or
cracked shall be salvaged to the City of Portsmouth by placing salvaged bricks on secured pallets
and placing the pallets on city trucks or in a secured location within Prescott Park. A maximum
of 20 pallets shall be expected unless the contractor can demonstrate that a lesser number of
bricks are salvageable.

203.3 Method of Measurement:

The removal work shall be measured by the square foot of sidewalk material removed safely
from the job site and legally disposed of off-site.

203.4 Basis of Payment:
Thiswork shall be paid for from the Contract Price Allowance as listed under Items 203.2 in the

Bid Proposal Form using the actual square feet of unsuitable material removed and bricks either
removed or salvaged.
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Thiswork shall be paid for from the Contract Unit Price aslisted under Item 203.2 Remove
Existing SW and Pavement. This unit price shall include all equipment, materials and labor
thereto.

SECTION 604
MANHOLESAND CATCH BASINS

The provisions of Section 604 of the "State of New Hampshire, Department of Transportation,
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, 2010 Edition" shall apply with the
following additions and modifications:

604.3 Construction Reguirements. Concrete Blocks shall not be used in any way in the
construction or alteration of manholes or catch basins.

Catch Basins shall be George R. Roberts Co. Type “F” 2’ Square 4’ High w/ one hole. Sump
shall be 2 %2’ deep.

All manhole bases, barrel sections and top sections shall be marked, by the manufacturer, with
the appropriate manhol e station (and offset if applicable).

It is emphasized to the Contractor that drainage construction under this contract shal be
coordinated with existing facilities so that continuous service and handling of existing flows is
accomplished.

Each catch basin shall be fitted with a snorkel. Snorkel shall be The Eliminator Catch Basin Oil
and Debris Trap manufactured by Ground Water Rescue, Inc.. The Eliminator shall be installed
on each out-flowing invert. Cost of snorkel shall be subsidiary to basin cost.

Each basin will have a polyethylene liner installed as a part of the item. This liner will be
considered subsidiary to thisitem and no separate payment will be made.

The outside surface of any masonry work for catch basins and manholes shall be plastered with
mortar from 1/4 inch to 3/8 inch thick. The masonry shall be properly wetted before the plaster
is applied. The plaster shall be carefully spread and toweled so that all cracks are thoroughly
worked out. After hardening, the plaster shall be carefully checked by being tapped for bond and
soundness.

All brick masonry surfaces with mortar shall be waterproofed with two coats of
DEHYDRATINE 6 TROWEL MASTIC, DEHYDRATINE 10 SEMI-MASTIC or approved

equal.

604.4 M ethod of M easurement. Under this Subsection the following sections shall be amended
asfollows:

o Complete structures. Each catch basin and manhole will be measured per each complete.
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e All castings or other appurtenances installed as shown on the plans or as required shall
not be measured for payment.

604.5 Basis of Payment. The section shall be amended by adding the following:

The cost of excavation and backfill of all catch basins or manholes, either new, abandoned, or
removed and/or replaced shal be included in the cost of the specific work for each type of
structure.

The cost of resetting curb inlet stones shall be considered incidental to the cost of adjusting catch
basins to grade and no separate payments will be made. The cost of delivering inlet stones
and/or castings to approved sites shall be considered as incidental to the contract items involved.

The cost of maintaining flows in existing sewer lines and manholes and any maintenance and
cleaning of said sewers that may be required as a result of new manhole installations shal be
incidental to the related pay item and no separate payment for this work will be made.

Cost of snorkel shall be subsidiary to basin cost.

The cost of connecting new drain pipes from the main drain to the structure (catch basin or
manhole) shall be considered incidental to the new structure and no separate payment will be
made.

Separate payment for pipe removal shall only be made whenever a pipe is outside the horizontal
limits of excavation for a proposed pipe or structure by four or more feet and shall include all
equipment, material, and labor necessary to completely remove the existing pipe and back fill the
resulting cavity with granular borrow.

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SECTION 211
Vibration Monitoring

The provisions of Section 211 of the "State of New Hampshire, Department of Transportation,
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, 2010 Edition" shall apply with the
following additions:

211.1 Construction Requirements. Pre-Construction Surveys during normal construction
activities such as the use of vibratory rollers, pavement reclamation, and excavations shall
consist of video taping the outside of structures only. Pre-Construction surveys for any ledge
removal activities, whether ripping, blasting, or hoe ramming shall include the filming of inside
the structure as well as the outside.

2114 Method of Measurement. Thiswork shall be paid for from the Contract Unit Price as
listed under Item 211.11 Vibration Monitoring. This unit price shall include all equipment,
materials and labor thereto.

211.5 Basis of Payment. Thiswork shall be paid for Per Diem. Price to include all work as
spelled out in the provisions of Section 211 of the State of New Hampshire, Department of
Transportation, Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, Latest Edition
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
