The following questions have been asked and answered:

Question 1: Prior to Addendum #1, Pay Item 1010.2 — Asphalt Cement Adjustment had a
stipulated price of $2,000.00. On the new bid tab form, this item does not have a stipulated price.
Should it still be $2,000.00.

Answer: Yes, Pay Item 1010.2 shall have a stipulated price of $2,000.00. Attached is a revised
Bid Tab (Proposal form).

Question 2: Specifications call for the contractor to purchase manhole frames and covers at cost,
what is the cost?

Answer: Only Sewer Manholes are required to be purchased through the City of Portsmouth at
cost. In Alt-Option #1, Pay Item 660.2 is an allowance for the purchase, each frame and cover is
$775.00. The contractor shall include the cost of installing and adjusting the frames into Pay
Items 660.1A & 660.1B respectively.

Question 3: Per drawings C-6, the utility trench detail, Note #1 — Is it the City’s intent to
temporarily patch the utility trenches?

Answer: Temporary asphalt patching is to be subsidiary to the pipe and structure pay items. The
City will allow for daily activities to be backfilled to grade to an acceptable condition for traffic
use. The contractor will be responsible for daily dust control, through water, calcium and
sweeping at the discretion of the engineer. A 2” thick temporary asphalt patch will be required
every Friday and before any big rain event. The roadway will be required to be smooth and safe
for traffic each night.
